“Management reserves the right to make
any judgments necessary” and any changes will guide this show to the schedule.  
Barn calls are a courtesy. You need to listen well to all announcements.  No refunds
for missed classes.

1. Entries: Must be signed by owner, agent or parent. Horse show 
registration numbers and papers must be given with entry or at show. Entries
can be mailed, emailed or Horseshowsonline.com

2. All out of state horses must have a Coggins and health 
certificate within 30 days of show.

3. Admission to the grounds is the Thursday before the show at noon

Any early Wednesday arrivals must call Show Manager first.

4. Campers: $50.00 per night, to be paid through the show office. Parking in
designated areas only, camping flags must be displayed or you will be 
unplugged and accessed a fee.

5. Secretary Office: Opens Thursday at noon,  

Fees: Post entries only accepted one hour before each session

Office fee: $15.00 per horse, per academy rider.

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Stalls are 10x10 on concrete floor (no mats available) (shavings only). 
Indoor stalls are a first come first serve basis, no bedding provided. Bedding 
must be purchased at show, $9.50 per bag.

Holding of Classes: Only exhibitors who have back to 
back classes                may request 3 minute hold on the 
gate. Request forms are in the show office you must 
notify us one hour before the session.

7. Championships: Entries must have been entered, shown and judged in  
any class in the division to be eligible for championship class.

8. Prizes: Halter, Qualifying & Equitation: Ribbons through 6 place for 
Qualifying and Championships.

9. Refunds: No refund on canceled entries & stalls after closing date. Only 
entries with a vet certificate will be evaluated for refund.

10. Indebtedness: Any indebtedness to this show or any approved 
show of  OASPHA can have points of the individual member causing the 
debt to be withheld until the debt is paid in full. Entries can be refused.

11. Changes: The show management and Board hold the right to make 
changes due to schedule and time constraints. 

12. Ring Procedure and Conduct: A maximum of 2 minutes to 
enter the ring after the class is called and the first entrant is in the ring will be
allowed.

13. Protest and Complaints: Will be handled by management and 
Board members

14. Dogs: All dogs must be on a leash, not exceeding 6 feet in length at 
all times. The Clark County Humane Society will remove loose dogs.
